BEDROOM TWO 13' 1" x 10' 9" (3.99m x 3.28m) With fitted 

wardrobes having mirror fronted sliding doors.  Recessed 

spotlights.   

 

DRESSING AREA With a linen cupboard which leads to:- 

 

EN SUITE SHOWER ROOM  With a tiled shower cubicle, low 

suite wc and pedestal wash basin.  Ceramic tiling to the floor 

and walls.  Recessed spotlights.

SITTING ROOM 14' 3" x 13' 10" (4.34m x 4.22m) With an 

attractive brick fireplace housing a gas stove.  Beamed ceiling 

and recessed spotlights.  Exposed stone wall.  Wall light point.

Gas range cooker with extractor hood 

over and an integrated fridge, dishwasher and microwave 

oven.  Exposed roof trusses. 

 

SEPARATE DINING AREA This bright and airy room has 

windows to three sides and a velux roof light window. 

 

UTILITY ROOM 8' 5" x 7' 3" (2.57m x 2.21m) Housing the gas 

fired central heating boiler.  Stainless steel sink unit and mixer 

tap.  Plumbing for an automatic washing machine.  Pantry 

cupboard.
