DOUBLE GARAGE, WITH FABULOUS VIEWS TO
MALHAM COVE. SOME UPDATING WORK REQUIRED
BUT NO SHORTAGE OF POTENTIAL TO CREATE A
WONDERFUL FAMILY HOME.

Constructed from a former bam in the mid 1980's, Old
House enjoys an excellent location on the edge of Airton
village (within the parish of Scosthrop) amidst spectacular
Yorkshire Dales National Park scenery, with views
stretching to Malham Cove. Reception Hall; through Sitting
Room with magnificent Inglenook; Dining Room; Kitchen;
Utility; Games Room; Garden Room; Two Cloakrooms;
Four Bedrooms; House & En Suite Bathrooms. Large
Gardens & Double Garage.

Airton is a picturesque Malhamdale village, with the River Aire meandering
through and with stunning scenery all arund, typifying this area of the
Yorkshire Dales National Park. Nearby Kirkby Malham (2 miles) has a well-
respected primary school, public house and the historic St Michael The
Archangel Church, with Gamgrave (4 miles) having a range of local shops
and social/sporting amenities. A choice of shops and secondary schools are
on offerat both Skipton (9 miles) and Settle (6 miles) and Airton falls within
the education catchment area for both towns.

The Old House falls within the paiish of Scosthrop which liesto the north-
western edge of Airton, and is the last house in the village on the back road
to Settle. Constructed from a formerbarn in the mid 1980's with no expense
spared at the time, the house would now benefit from some updating,
neverthelessit has double glazed windows and oil-fired central heating, and
offers lots of potential - particulafy with the Games Room and Garden
Room which would make into a splendid open plan Living Kitchen if the
purchaser wished. Offered for sale with early vacant posse ssion if required,
the accommodation has exposed stonework and beams and is described in
brief below using approximate room sizes:-




GROUND FLOOR

RECEPTION HALL - a generous Hallw ith exposed stonework and
return staircase to first floor with oak bannister and storage cupboard
beneath. Radiator.

CLOAKROOM 2 piece suite comprising low suite w.c. and hand basin.
Radiator.

SITTING ROOM 23' 0" x 16' 4" (7.01m x 4.98m) - a splendid through
roomw ith window's to two sides, plus double doors to the rear patio.
Magpnificent arched Inglenook stone fireplacew ith recessed niches,
stone hearth and wood-buming stove. Exposed beams and lintels.
Three radiators.

DINING ROOM 13' 7"x 11' 6" (4.14m x 3.51m) Exposed stonework
and beams. Garden door tofront arched recess. Radiator.

KITCHEN 14' 2" x 9' 9" (4.32m x 2.97m) Dark oakw all/lbase units with
patterned worktops and stainless steel 1% bowl| sink unit. Larder
cupboards. Plate rack and book shelving. Oil-fired Agamatic boiler
providing central heating. Belling Classic range-style electric cooker
with 5-ring hob and plate warmer, 3 ovens and pan draver. Extractor
fan. Beko dishwasher. Blectric panel heater.

UTILITY ROOM 12'4"x 6'5"(3.76mx 1.96m) Fitted units and
worktops w ith stainless steel single sink. Bosch tall refrigerator and
matching freezer.

GARDEN ROOM - acarpeted access through to the Games Room,
with external access to the rear and side.

2ND CLOAKROOM 2 piece white Heritage suite comprising high suite
w c. and comer hand basin.

GAMES ROOM 22'5" x 17' 7" (6.83m x 5.36m) into splay bay w indow
with window seating and fitted cupboard. Hectric heater. NB: the
Games Room and Garden Roomw ould make into a splendid open
plan Living Kitchen if a purchaser wished.

FIRST FLOOR

LANDING Access via retractable ladder to insulated and boarded roof
space. Spindle balustrade rail. Airing cupboard with hot water
cylinder and electric immersion heater.

MASTER BEDROOM 23' 0" x 16' 3" (7.01m x 4.95m) A through room
with windows to both front and rear. Tw o radiators. An archedwall w ith
a central opening gives access to:-

EN SUITE BATHROOM 5 piece white suite comprising air bath;
separate shawer cubicle; low suite w.c. w ith concealed cistern; hand
basin in vanity unit; bidet. Shaver point.

BEDROOM 2, 19'6"x 9' 10" (5.94m x 3m) plus recessed shelved
cupboards. Access via retractable ladder to insulated and boarded roof
space.

BEDROOM 3, 12'4"x 9' 6" (3.76m x 2.9m) Exposed beam. Recessed
shelving. Radiator.

BEDROOM 4, 11' 0"x 7' 6" (3.35m x 2.29m) Fitted w ardrobes, dresser
and overhead cupboards. Radiator.

HOUSE BATHROOM A generous-sized bathroomw ith 4 piece white
suite comprising enamel bath; separate corner shaver cubicle;
pedestal hand basin; low suite w.c. Heated towel rail.

OUTSIDE The Old House is approached by an attractive drive-through
pergolaw ith gravelled drive and stone-flagged parking area. To the
front there & a level lawn with flagged path, flower borders, stone
walled boundary and arched 'bam door' recess providing a secluded
seating area.

The rear gardens are a particularly attractive feature of the property
being entirely private w ith a sheltered stone-flagged patio and steps to
the upper terrace with Summer House and railed balcony. There s a
large gently sloping law nwhich extends to above where the DOUBLE
GARAGE is sited - the garage is larger than a standard double and
measures 22'9" x 20'2" with twin up-and-over doors and overhead
storage,w ith a gravelled parking area and 5-bar gate on to Settle
Road. The total site extends to circa 0.4 acres.
