Dating from 2006, Beckfoot is a truly exceptional family 

home built to an extremely high standard for the current 

owners for their own occupation.  Constructed of local 

stone beneath a slate roof in a Georgian style, the property 

incorporates high elegant ceilings, a hardwood staircase 

with galleried landing, beautiful limestone fireplaces and 

numerous quality fittings.  Approached by a magnificent 

central hallway, the property incorporates four reception 

rooms and a superb fitted kitchen on the ground floor 

whilst at first floor level there is an impressive master 

bedroom with a large en suite bathroom, a guest bedroom 

with en suite facilities, two further double bedrooms and a 

bathroom.

Beckfoot stands on a generous plot, approached via a block 

paved courtyard and driveway.  To the rear is a very private 

and enclosed landscaped garden.   

 

 



 

 

 

BREAKFAST KITCHEN 16' 3" x 15' 3" (4.95m x 4.65m) With 

an inset sink unit and mixer tap and an extensive range of fitted 

base and wall units incorporating cupboards and drawers with 

granite working surfaces.  There is a matching island unit with 

extensive drawers and incorporating a large breakfast bar.  

Integrated appliances include an electric double oven and five 

ring gas hob and dishwasher.  Microwave oven.  Hardwood 

floor.  Central light fitting and recessed spotlights.  Moulded 

ceiling cornice.   

 

REAR ENTRANCE VESTIBULE 12' 8" x 4' 3" (3.86m x 1.3m) 

With a ceramic tiled floor and a glazed door leading to the side 

of the property.   

 

STUDY 10' 5" x 9' 1" (3.18m x 2.77m) With a window 

overlooking the rear garden.  An extensive range of fitted 

furniture includes a workstation, cupboards and shelves.  

Moulded ceiling cornice and recessed spotlights.   

 

UTILITY ROOM 5' 9" x 5' 2" (1.75m x 1.57m) With a fitted 

cupboard, plumbing for an automatic washing machine, space 

for a dryer and a further recessed cupboard housing the gas 

fired central heating boiler.   

 

SIDE ENTRANCE PORCH With a cloaks rail, ceramic tiled 

floor and a door leading to the rear garden.

MASTER BEDROOM 20' 7" x 15' 1" (6.27m x 4.6m) With an 

extensive range of fitted wardrobes and windows to two sides.  

Moulded ceiling cornice and recessed spotlights.   

 

LARGE EN SUITE BATHROOM 15' 1" x 8' 10" (4.6m x 2.69m) 

With a bath in a marble surround and a large walk-in shower.  

Twin wash basins with cupboards beneath and a low suite wc.  

Twin chrome heated towel rails.  Underfloor heating.  Moulded 

ceiling cornice and recessed spotlights.   

 

GUEST BEDROOM  15' 3" x 12' 8" (4.65m x 3.86m) With a 

moulded ceiling cornice and recessed spotlights.   

 

Middleton has long been regarded as one of the town's premier 

residential districts, occupying a peaceful setting on the 

southern facing bank of the River Wharfe less  than a mile from 

the town centre.  Its heritage stems back from the release of 

building land by the Myddleton family around the end of the 

19th century whereupon high quality and individual houses 

were built.  Middleton plays host to the town's rugby and cricket 

clubs along with the swimming pool and lido.  Ilkley is within a 

pleasant walk and offers excellent amenities including high 

class shopping and restaurants, boutique cinema, 

supermarkets and some of the best schools in the country.  

From Ilkley town centre there is a frequent Metro service into 

the cities of Bradford and Leeds making it an ideal base for the 

commuter with connections from Leeds to London Kings 

Cross. 

 

The accommodation has GAS FIRED CENTRAL HEATING 

and DOUBLE GLAZING and RAKO PROGRAMMABLE 

LIGHTING to the Drawing Room, Dining Room, Kitchen, Hall 

and Master Bedroom and with approximate room sizes,

GROUND FLOOR  

MAGNIFICENT CENTRAL RECEPTION HALL With an 

elegant hardwood staircase and galleried landing.  Central 

chandelier.  Glazed double doors lead to both Sitting Room 

and Dining Room.   

 

CLOAKROOM With a low suite wc and wash basin.  Part wall 

tiling and extractor fan.   

 

DRAWING ROOM  32' 6" x 15' 6" (9.91m x 4.72m) An 

impressive through room on two levels and incorporating an 

elegant limestone fireplace housing a fitted gas fire.  Moulded 

ceiling cornice and spotlights.  Multi paned glazed doors open 

onto the rear garden. 

 

DINING ROOM 16' 0" x 12' 2" (4.88m x 3.71m) Approached by 

double doors from the Reception Hall. Oak floor.  Moulded 

ceiling cornice and recessed spotlights.  Three wall light points.   

SNUG 15' 4" x 12' 8" (4.67m x 3.86m) With a polished 

limestone fireplace housing a fitted gas fire and a dog grate.  

Moulded ceiling cornice and recessed spotlights.  Three wall 

light points.

Brook Street and through the traffic lights into New Brook 

Street.  Continue over the river into Middleton Avenue and after 

about 500 hundred yards take the second turning left into 

Rupert Road just beyond Ilkley Cricket Club.  After a further 

400 yards turn right at the crossroads into Clifford Road.  Gill 

Bank Road is the first turning on the left hand side.  Beckfoot is 

to be found on the right hand side after about 200 yards.

windows to two sides.  Moulded ceiling cornice and recessed 

spotlights.   

 

BATHROOM With a panelled bath and a tiled surround.  

Pedestal wash basin and a low suite wc.  Tiled shower cubicle.  

Chrome heated towel rail.  Underfloor heating.  Moulded ceiling 

cornice and recessed spotlights.

GARDENS Beckfoot is approached by a block paved driveway 

which provides courtyard parking in front and to the side of the 

property and leads ultimately to the garage. 

The property stands within a generous plot.  To the front of the 

property the garden is principally lawned with mature shrubs 

and hedges. 

To the rear of the property there is a lovely private landscaped 

garden.  Immediately to the rear of the property there is a wide 

stone terrace which leads up to a further raised terrace which 

also accommodates a timber summerhouse.  There is a large 

lawned area bordered by well kept and stocked flower borders.
